	Sport Scotland presentation – Small Projects Grants – Andrew Kelly (AK)

	
	· AK emphasized clubs must know who their Sports Development Officer and Active Schools Coordinator is when applying for funding

· AK gave a presentation covering the 3 main channels of funding  which were Sports Match (up to £10,000), Awards for All (up to £10,000) and Sports Facilities Fund (2 applications, one for up to £100,000 and one for over £100,000)

· Sports Match matches funding from local business between £500 - £10,000.  Sponsorship can be cash or in kind and is for not for profit organisations.  Grassroots, girls and women projects given priority.

· Awards for All provides funding between £500 - £10,000 for small community groups.  Eligible projects include buying equipment, developing programmes, small improvements to premises.  A good application will have strong links to youth development, coach / volunteer education, sporting pathway, strong links with Governing Body development plan.

· Sports Facilities Fund (over £100,000) is for upgrading facilities for the community, require to show good links, address needs, increase participation.  Can apply for up to 50% funding.

· Sports Facilities Fund (up to £100,000) eligible projects include upgrading facilities / changing, floodlighting, storage.  Must have a lifespan of 7 years and strong focus on junior membership.  Can apply for up to 50% funding.

· UKCC Coach Education Fund applications must be made 4 weeks prior to the course starting and can be for up to 50% of cost or £150 per applicant.  Applicant must show coaching activity within 6 months of applying

· Cashback Funding provides grants from money from crime in deprived areas involving young people.  £5M allocated to football, £1.25M allocated to rugby, £1.35M allocated to other sports.

· AK highlighted many useful documents on the Sport Scotland website including the Help for Clubs section, Corporate Plan for Developing a World Class Sporting System and made leaflets available.
